1. AOT’s operates its airports according to laws of the state and the standards
and recommended practices set forth by the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAQ), as well
as maintaining the standard of Public Aerodrome Certification.
2. AOT implements the SMS effectively and consistently which makes safety
operations within its airports achieve the highest standards.
3. AOT sets up’an efficient safety reporting system and promotes a “Just

Culture” in the organization.

4. AOT encourages and develops knowledge, understanding, conscience and

cooperation in safety management which leads to the development of a safety culture,

1. To reduce the occurrence rate of safety incidents related to controlled flight

into terrain (CEIT) caused by the operations of the airports under supervision of AOT.

2. To reduce the occurrence rate and severity of runway excursion (RE) caused

by the operations of the airports under supervision of ACT.

3. To reduce the occurrence rate and severity of runway incursion (RI) caused

by the operations of the airports under supervision of AQT.




4. To reduce the occurrence rate of bird strikes within its airports which causes

damace to aircraft according to the operation of the airports under supervision of AOT.
